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On May 1, 2014, CR&R Incorporated will begin collecting trash and 
recyclables in Lake Forest. After conducting a comprehensive and 
competitive proposal process, the City awarded an eight-year contract 
to CR&R on March 4. 

Residents and businesses will enjoy many benefi ts as a result of this new partnership, including:

• Lower residential rates for single family residences. Residents will see a $0.45 reduction in their monthly 
trash bill, keeping Lake Forest’s residential rates the 7th lowest in Orange County. 

• Commercial rates that are the 5th lowest in Orange County 
 (lower than 27 other Orange County cities) 

while complying with new recycling laws. 
• New bins and containers for all customers. 
• Complimentary recycling program planning, 

training, education materials, signage, and 
unlimited assistance for businesses. 

• Two residential bulky item pickups a year.
• Two household hazardous collection events 

a year. 
• A natural gas fl eet which will lower emissions.
• New lightweight commercial recycling trucks 

reducing wear on City streets.

Public outreach will begin in April to ensure a seamless transition as CR&R prepares to deliver new carts and 
bins starting in late April. Pickup schedules will remain the same. CR&R will also actively work with home-
owner’s associations, property management companies, and businesses to increase recycling efforts, as well 
as ensure compliance with State mandatory recycling and diversion laws. For more information regarding the 
transition, visit www.lakeforestca.gov/solidwaste, or CR&R’s website at http://ww2.crrwasteservices.com/.

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We know transportation projects 
are of great interest to the com-
munity. This year, the City is off 
to a busy start with several traffi c 
improvement projects currently 

underway or planned for the City, along with associated 
community outreach efforts. Lake Forest is growing as 
we welcome new homes, parks, and facilities – and these 
necessary infrastructure improvements will help promote 
better traffi c conditions for current and future community 
members. 

There are a number of traffi c and road improvement proj-
ects in various stages currently underway. To date, we’ve 
closed the gap on Rancho Parkway South and opened two 
new streets, Monarch and Catalina, which provide access 
into Baker Ranch. In the project pipeline is a new signal-
ized intersection on Rancho Parkway which will provide 
access to the Sports Park and facilitate traffi c circulation. 
On the regional front, the City has collaborated with the 
Orange County Transportation Authority and adjacent 
cities on eight synchronization projects totaling over $6 
million. As a result of this partnership, our total contribu-
tion for all eight projects is $328,000 to synchronize 34 
intersections! 

New advances in technology have made it easier to manage 
traffi c citywide. Sophisticated equipment and software are 
now available that allow traffi c engineers to monitor traffi c 
fl ows and change signal timing remotely. Additionally, traf-
fi c signals will now be able to share data across adjoining 
city boundaries. To stay on top of all that is going on, we 
invite you to participate in one of three traffi c education 
forums the City will be hosting this summer. In addition to 
learning more about the City’s traffi c projects, you’ll have 
an opportunity to share your traffi c-related ideas which 
may help direct the City’s future efforts. 

We look forward to working together on these and other 
projects to make your ride that much smoother!

New Neighborhoods 
Traffi c Updates 

We all recognize that construction and develop-
ment activities associated with Lake Forest’s New 
Neighborhoods impacts traffi c. Some projects are 
welcomed – while others create temporary incon-
veniences. Regardless of the project, the City does 
everything it can to actively manage and minimize 
traffi c impacts. In 2012, motorists benefi ted from 
the unveiling of Alton Parkway – the fi rst of several 
roadway projects to ease traffi c and enhance con-
nectivity in Lake Forest – nearly two years ahead of schedule! Although the grand opening was 
originally scheduled to coincide with the construction of Baker Ranch, the City successfully 
accelerated the Alton Parkway project, bringing the benefi ts of the new road to commuters that 
much sooner. Another recent improvement is seen along Rancho Parkway South – we’ve closed 
the gap and motorists can now 
travel all the way through. In addi-
tion, Monarch and Catalina were 
recently opened and added to the 
City's street inventory.  These new 
streets provide access into Baker 
Ranch. All these new roads will 
facilitate future traffi c circulation.

Coming this Summer –
Temporary Closure 
of Alton Parkway 
An upcoming project that we will 
be actively managing is the tem-
porary closure of Alton Parkway 
between Commercentre Drive and 
Rancho Parkway South. This seg-
ment will be temporarily closed 
to thru traffi c for approximately two months starting 
July 2014. As Baker Ranch begins additional grading 
operations this summer, the temporary closure will 
facilitate the movement of dirt from the south side 
to the north side of Alton Parkway. The City will pro-
vide information such as alternate detour routes and 
advanced sign notifi cations in the upcoming Leafl et 
edition.

Spotlight on Portola Center
After a series of community workshops and 
public meetings, Portola Center, a new neigh-
borhood surrounded by natural beauty that will 
complement the Portola Hills community, will 
begin to take shape as initial grading begins this 
summer. This new neighborhood will bring 
approximately 930 single- and multi-family vary-
ing architectural-style homes and provides road-
way and landscape enhancements. 

Conveniently located northeast of the Foothill
Transportation Corridor (SR-241), Portola Center 
includes a 5-acre community park that will 
be dedicated to the City and three private
neighborhood parks, one of which will host 
a recreation center and swimming pool. 
Community members can explore the outdoors
along a scenic 1.5 mile hiking and walking 
trail. Trails throughout Portola Center connect to 

adjacent neighborhoods as well
as to Whiting Ranch Regional
Park. Additional amenities include
exercise stations, a playground, 
a picnic pavilion, and new eat-
eries and shops as the project 
includes 10,000 square feet of 
retail space.

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Drought Conditions and Water Resources
The Sierra Nevada mountain snowpack, California’s water source, is approximately 80% below normal 
levels causing it to be a dry winter for this time of year. In late January, during one of the driest years on 
record, Governor Brown declared a drought emergency urging Californians to reduce water usage by 
20%. Careful and responsible use of water resources is important in order to conserve a scarce supply 
of water and to reduce pollution from urban runoff. 

What’s the connection between wasting water and pollution? Consider this - up to 60% of water usage 
in a single-family home is outdoors. Improving water use effi ciency for landscape irrigation alone can 
have a signifi cant impact on eliminating wasted water runoff in these current drought conditions. In 
addition, wasted water increases the potential to carry common urban pollutants into the storm drain 
system that drains directly into our local creeks, lakes, and the ocean without any treatment and can 
cause signifi cant impacts to wildlife and the environment. Some of the most common pollutants include 
bacteria from pet wastes, pesticides, fertilizers, oil, gasoline, sediment, household cleaners and deter-
gents, green wastes (from the garden), pool chemicals or fi lter material, and construction wastes such 
as concrete, grout, and paint. 

Individual actions to use our water resources responsibly can have real and tangible benefi ts for our state 
water supply, as well as protecting our environmental water resources. The City of Lake Forest has partnered 

with other Orange County agencies to develop an online resource webpage at www.
overwateringisout.org which is a great source of information for conservation tips, re-
bates, water management classes, and news on reducing and optimizing outdoor water 
use through proper scheduling, mulching, and other techniques for responsible water use.
