WORKSHOP: 
 

1. FISCAL YEAR 2012-13 BUDGET WORKSHOP submitted by Director of 
Finance/City Treasurer.  (F: 0410-35) 

 
City Manager Dunek introduced the process of the Budget Workshop.  
He summarized the City is ending its 2011-2012 Fiscal Year in a positive 
position.  He noted there are no significant programs added to the 
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proposed budget.  It does not offer significant new projects, and is 
moving forward with the current projects.  There is a projection of excess 
of revenues over expenditures.  Staff is recommending a budget that 
continues to offer quality of service to the community. 
 
Director of Finance Neves reviewed the 2012-13 operating budget for the 
City and Housing Authority. 
 
City Manager Dunek discussed the Redevelopment Agency’s current 
Oversight activities.  He noted the Housing Authority’s role because of 
the State Department of Finance review. 
 
Council discussion and review of the proposed operating budget ensued.
