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Winter Weather’s First Flush 

Now that winter is here, so is the fi rst fl ush - the fi rst signifi cant rainfall after a long period of dry 
weather. Heavy rainfall can fl ush months of accumulated pollutants such as litter, pesticides, fer-
tilizers, motor oil, and pet waste from your outdoor areas into our storm drains. Water that fl ows 

through storm drains is not treated before it enters our local creeks, lakes, bays, and the ocean. Help 
reduce storm water pollution and improve the health of our local water resources with these few tips: 

• Don’t over fertilize the yard or apply fertilizer within 48 hours prior to a forecasted rain event. 
• Ensure that all hazardous materials stored outdoors are properly covered or in watertight containers. 
• Utilize the rain delay function on the irrigation controller. 
• Apply mulch to landscape as it can eliminate or limit topsoil erosion, preserve moisture, sup-

press weeds, and is aesthetically appealing. 
• Adjust irrigation times for the season.
• Remove leaves and debris from the gutter and dispose in a green waste or trash container.
• Pick up pet waste and dispose in the trash or the toilet.
