	 Last summer, the City hosted three traffic forums to 
hear your thoughts and opinions about traffic in and around the 
City. As a result, new projects were added to the City’s existing ros-
ter. Completed projects include installation of a “No Outlet” sign on 
Cherry Avenue east of Trabuco Road, and three major traffic signal 
synchronization projects - Los Alisos Boulevard, Lake Forest Drive, 
and Santa Margarita Parkway. 

	 The City continues to engage the community on this 
important priority. This summer, a seven-member Citizen Traffic 
Advisory Group (CTAG) comprised of Lake Forest residents has  
already started to provide input to City staff on ways to make your 
ride smoother. Visit lakeforestca.gov/ctag for more information.  
In addition, the Saddleback Ranch Road Project is underway.  
Construction has begun in the area of Saddleback Ranch Road to 
improve safety and access to Portola Hills Elementary School. The 
project is expected to be completed by the end of this year.

	 A number of traffic-related projects will be complet-
ed in the upcoming year, including full synchronization of five ad-
ditional street segments which will help improve traffic flow. For 
more information, visit lakeforestca.gov/currentprojects.
